The Daily Five

You may have heard your child telling you about reading to self and what it looks like in our classroom.  Read to self is part of the Daily Five Program which promotes literacy independence in children.  We have just begun this program as a class.  The Daily Five includes: read to self, read to a partner, listen to reading, work on writing, and word work.  We have started with read to self, learning what it looks like and working on building our reading stamina.  As a class we started at 1 minute of reading and are now at 10 minutes of independent reading.  We are working towards our long term goal of 30 minutes.  Along with read to self, we have talked about choosing a “Good Fit” book for ourselves.  When choosing a book, we follow something called I PICK.  This stands for:

I choose a book.

Purpose- Why do I want to read it?

Interest- Does it interest me? Do I want to keep reading it?

Comprehend-Am I understanding what I am reading?

Know- I know most of the words

When you and your child are picking books together remind your child of I PICK to be sure they are picking a book that is just right for them.  Help him/her find a book that meets their purpose for reading, maintains interest, and is one where he/she can read most the words and understand the story.  This will help your child choose instructional books and make reading more enjoyable!
